A Competition to Aid and Encourage our Youth

The District Musical Competition planned for February this year had to be abandoned due to the lack of entries.

Not all bad news however, as the only entry received from Gillingham, Mere & Shaftsbury Lions Club, Daniel Bovey, proved to be a very competent guitarist and musician. Following consultation with the District Governor, it was decided to allow him to be entered as our District Candidate in the Multiple District Competition that was held last Sunday were he was placed second in a total entry of ten. Those who attended District Convention had the opportunity of enjoying the talent of this young man who has just reached his eighteenth birthday. I am sure that you will all join with me in congratulating Daniel on this achievement and thank him for his commitment in representing our District in such an able manner.

Details of the 2010/11 Competitions have now been finalised and the District Cabinet has given approval for the District Musical Competition 2010/11 to proceed.

I would remind you of the benefits of this competition that can be summarised as:

· It promotes excellence in the work of young people in this field.

· Music is an area that is not elitist and young people engaged in this activity have little financial support and find it difficult to gain recognition. 

· Lions have the opportunity of being able to support these young people in the development of their careers.

· The winner will no doubt carry a note of their success upon his or her CV for the music world in general to read.

· This can be an investment in the future as some of the competitors will go on to high profile careers and remember their experience with the Lions.

· The Competition can be a vehicle for Public Relations with potential for fundraising concerts at local and District levels.

· This is a different field from that normally associated with Lions activities reaching a new public with possible membership potential.

At Multiple District level it has proved to be a very worthy addition to our current Youth Activities providing the opportunity to further invest in the excellence of our young people. Our District Cabinet affords this opportunity to Clubs within our District with the further adoption of this competition.

The Competition is progressive with the winner going on to represent the District in the Multiple District Competition. In turn a candidate will be selected to represent the Multiple District in the Competition held at the venue of the Lions Europa Forum. The winner of the Europa Forum Competition will have the opportunity of representing our Constitutional Area in the competition at the International Convention. Prizes will be awarded at District, Multiple District, Europa Forum and International Convention stages. It is important that prospective Candidates are made

aware of the progressive nature of the competition and can commit to attending the subsequent competitions should they be successful.

Full details of the competition are provided in the Rules of Procedure that is enclosed together with an Application Form.

Other relevant details for the 2011 competitions are:

· The prescribed instrument is the oboe.
· The imposed piece is J. S. Bach (1685 – 1750): Concerto in F ( BWV 169 en 49), (I) Allegro moderato. (Ed. Sikorski, Hamburg).

· The Repertoire List is attached.

· The final for the District competition will be held in February 2011 at a date and place yet to be announced.
· District competition winners to be presented at District Convention – 18th to 20th March 2011 – Beaumont House Conference Centre, Windsor.
· The Multiple District competition will be held in April 2011 at a date and place yet to be announced.

· Multiple District competition winners to be presented at MD Convention – April/ May 2011(date to be advised) – Belfast, Northern Ireland.
· The Europa Forum will take place in Maastricht Netherlands  - 12th to 14th October 2011.
· The International Convention will take place in Busan, Korea  – 22nd to 26th June 2012.
· The last date to register a candidate in the District Competition is 31st December 2010.
