· LCIF has set up an emergency fund for refugee relief and started it off with a seed funding of US$200,000.

· Past International Director Howard Lee has been requested by LCI and LCIF to open a dialogue with the United Nations Commission for Refugees to see if we can work with them to establish suitable projects with a Lions identity and measureable results.

· Some of the mainland European Multiple Districts are already working for the relief of refugees and they will be sharing information at the forthcoming Lions Europa Forum for further consideration.

· All Lions Clubs worldwide will be encouraged to make donations to the fund.

I do hope your Club will be able to make a donation for refugees’ relief, knowing that any donations will be very well managed and the donations well used.
